ORDINANCE NO. 102

AN ORDINANCE LEVYING A LICENSE TAX ON DRUG STORE
OPERATION OR CARRYING A BUSINESS WITHIN THE
CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF REXBURG.

SECTION I: There is hereby levied and shall be paid to the City Clerk by the owner,
proprietor, lessee, keeper, manager or operator of any drug store, a license tax of $200.00 per annual.
No license shall be issued for a shorter period than six months, and shall be payable in advance.
Such license must be procured before commencing business.

SECTION II: The owner, proprietor, lessee, keeper manager or operator failing or refusing
to comply with section 1 of this ordinance, shall be deemed quality of a misdemeanor and upon

conviction therefore shall be filled in any sum not less than $25.00 nor more than $100.00.

SECTION III: An emergency existing this ordinance shall take effect and be in force from
and after the 1st day of June 1900.

SECTION IV: All ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed.
